APPLICATION TO INCREASE TOLLS

1. I am directed by the Secretary of State for Transport to
refer to the enclosed report of the Inspector, Mr Peter McMaster,
CB FRICS, who held a public inquiry into an application by the
Company of Proprietors of Whitchurch Bridge (the Company) to
increase the tolls charged at Whitchurch Bridge. The original
application dated 1 July 1992 was revised on 8 January 1993.

2. The tolls charged and proposed to be charged at the bridge
are as follows:

Passenger vehicle constructed or 5p; plus 5p for every
adapted to carry more than 8 tonne of unladen weight
passengers; goods vehicle over or part thereof in
1.525 tonnes unladen weight excess of 1 tonne of

unladen weight

Car constructed or adapted to carry 12p 10p
not more than 8 seated passengers

excluding the driver; wvan not

exceeding 2 tonnes laden weight.
